Did you know that Keheley is a NO GOOGLE 
zone?  Actually, “Googling” is against board policy 
for all Cobb elementary students.  That policy says 
that elementary students may only visit sites a 
teacher has preselec-ted for them.  In addition, it 
says that searches should be completed with “child 
friendly Internet search engines.” 
 
Although Google (or Yahoo or Hog Search or one 
of many others) is the search engine of choice for 
many of us, it should in no way be considered “child 
friendly.”  That fact is obvious when you consider 
search results and paid advertising on the site.  Our 
students are too precious to allow them access to 
areas with such high prospects of risk. 
 
So, what do Keheley students use for Internet re-
search?  For Internet searches, we use Webpath Ex-

press or netTrekker.  Webpath Express is a feature 
of our Destiny library Catalog.  It provides results 
that are appropriate in both reading level and content 
for our elementary students.  The Webpath Express 
sites are selected and monitored by media specialists 
and teachers.  Both netTrekker and Webpath Express 
are available from Cobb Virtual Library. 
 
Cobb Virtual Library is another valuable resource 
used for research in school and at home.  It is avail-
able from a link on the Keheley website as well.  
Our paid subscriptions allow home use and I encour-
age you to take advantage of it when you have any 
information questions to answer at home.  Home use 
requires a password that has been provided to all 
students in the form of a bookmark.  If you do not 
have that information, just call me, send a note, an 
e-mail or stop by the media center.  I want every 
home to have access to these valuable resources.
